DIET: The Black Rhinoceros is a herbivorous browser that eats leafy plants, branches, shoots, thorny wood bushes, and¥uit.

REPRODUCTION: The adults are solitary in nature, coming together only for mating. Sexual maturity is reached from 5to 7
years old for females, and 7 to 8 years for males. The gestation period is 15 to 16 months. The single calf weighs about 35-50
kilograms.

BEHAVIOUR: They are very fast and can reach up to speeds of 56 kilometres per hour. Although they are typically solitary animals, with the exception o
coming together to mate, mothers and calves will sometimes congregate in small groups for short periods of time.

INTERESTING FACT: Has eyelashes and hairy fringes on ears and the tip of the tall.
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WHITE RHINO

or Square-lipped Rhinoceros (Ceratotherium simum)

The word "wide" refers to the width of the rhinoceros' mouth. The White Rhinoceros is the largest of the ve species of rhinoceros and the world's largest
land mammal after the three species of elephant.

DIET: Herbivore grazers that eat grass, preferring the shortest grains, the White Rhinoceros is one of
the largest pure grazers. It drinks twice a day If water is available, but if conditions are dry it can live
four or ve days without water.

REPRODUCTION: Females reach sexual maturity at 6—7 years of age while males reach sexual
maturity between 10-12 years of age. The gestation period is 15 to 16 months. The single calf weighs
about 40-65 kilograms.

BEHAVIOUR: White Rhinoceroses live in crashes or herds &-5 -1.8m
up to 14 animals and are quick and agile and can run 50
km/h.

INTERESTING FACT: They can’t swim due to the hump behind
the head.
